Ties, 100% polyester, with embroidered Maltese Flag. 
 
Colour:  Dark blue, dark brown, black, Price: 94,0 each delivered. 
 

3.  Payments are to be made direct to Messrs JYM Enterprises. 
 
4.  This contract shall run up to the 31st March 2000. 
 
5.  The attention of Heads of Department and Parastatal Bodies is drawn to OPM 

Circular No. 100/87 and MPO Circular No. 38/96 and 69/96 informing them of 
entitlements and frequency of issue regarding items of wear to entitled 
messengerial grades. 

6.  Heads of Department are to note that measurements of the uniforms are to be 
taken at the place indicated by them at contractor’s expense. Gozo employees 
are required to call at contractor’s premises. 

7.  Heads of Department are to ensure that the contractor shall sew a label on the 
inside of the jacket/trousers and skirts bearing the letters “GM”, the contractor’s 
name and the year of manufacture. 

8.  Head of Departments shall be responsible for the collection of the finished 
uniforms/trousers/skirts from the contractor as well as their distribution to 
entitled personnel in their Department. 

9.  Departments should not include more than five names on each Supply Order 
submitted to the contractor. 
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10.  Heads of Department are to note that samples of the uniforms purchased should 
at their discretion be submitted for testing at the Standards Laboratory, Evans 
Building, merchants Street, Valletta in order to ensure compliance with 
Laboratory result No 9E133 dated 25th May 1999. 

11.  The conditions regulating this contract are attached and Heads of Department 
are requested to ensure that these conditions are strictly adhered to. A sample 
winter uniform is available at the Procurement  Section of this Department, and 
may be inspected for colour, material and cut. 

12.  This contract is also governed by the attached “General Conditions of Contract 
for the Supply of Goods and Materials under a Running Period Contract.”
