Procurement officers are requested to note that the following clause is 
henceforth to be invariably included in all tender documents under the Special 
Conditions or the Instructions to Tenderers Sections, as may be appropriate, viz 
 
Arbitration <<Any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of or relating to 
this contract, or the breach, termination or invalidity thereof, shall be settled by 
arbitration in accordance with the rules of the Malta Arbitration Centre as at 
present in force. 
 
Any reference in the attached General Conditions to other arbitration 
procedures shall not apply. >>
