CHIPBOARD

The wood chipboard shall be resin bonded, @aperfine and extra hard conforming to
BSS 5669:1979 Type Il or to an equivalent NatioB&ndard. The chipboard shall be
essentially rectangular with straight square edigesfrom foreign material which might

cause damage to woodworking tools and/or machiridrg.chipboard shall have a mean
density between 480Kg/m and maximum 800Kg/m. Tlezess of manufacture of the
resin bonded wood chipboard shall be indicatedheyténderer. Failure to do so may
invalidate the tender. The dimensions of sheetstarbe inserted on schedule by
contractor.

BLOCKBOARD

The blockboard shall conform to BSS 3444:19@@ amendments or to an equivalent
National Standard, grade B/BB meranti faced botthesi Other species may be
considered. In this regard prospective tendereosildhidentify the species of timber

used in the blockboard they offer to supply.

THE VENEERS

The veneers shall be grade 2 and of one or pieces, firm and smoothly cut. When of
more than one piece it shall be well pointed antthed for colour.

The veneer shall be free from knots, worm andlédwiles, splits, dote, glue stains or
other defects with no end joints.

The Blockboard cores shall consist of stripbaxrd of the same species throughout any
one board. The width of each strip to be not Ileasa 8Bmm and not more than 30mm.

ASSEMBLY OF CORE AND VENEERS

The veneers forming any one ply and the cbteeoBoard shall be the same thickness
and species. The grain of each veneer and thaeofdneers next to the core shall be at
right angle to the direction of the strips in tlre

BONDING

The bonding shall be moisture - resistant (MR) moderately weather resistant to BS
3444: 1972. Joints made with these adhesives anartove full weather exposure and to
resist attack by micro-organism.

MOISTURE CONTENTS

The finished boards shall have a moisture cordkebetween 8 and 12% and free from
box, twist, or wrap.

DIMENSIONS

Tenderers must state the exact dimensionse$ethdiffer from those on attached
schedule.
