Scope of Contract

This contract provides for the supply and delivenglusive of Value

specifications. Supplies shall be made in accomanith the attached
General Conditions of Contract for the supply obd® and materials under
a framework agreement (running period contractdfarsas they are not
inconsistent with the conditions in these spediitzes and conditions.

Period of Completion

The contract shall run from date of award up to 8ist March 2008.
However the validity of contract may be extendedddurther period of
two months after the due termination date.

Quantities

The quantity shown on the attached Schedules ake indicative and
where necessary may be exceeded. However Govermasemves the right
not to order the whole quantity shown against etah and Government
would not by doing so be held liable to any damagesother cost
whatsoever.

Samples

Tenderers are required to submit to the ProcurenBadtion of the
Contracts Department, Floriana, a sample of thet shanufactured in
accordance with these specifications and a sangile showing the quality
and shade of the material to be used for the maturfa of the shirts. The
sample cloth should be at least one square mettreaand should include
at least one selvedge. Samples, which are to béaveh marked clearly
with the name and address of the tenderer, are submitted by the due
date and time fixed for the delivery of tenderslufa to comply with this
clause will invalidate the tender.



Deliveries

A supply shall be made on receipt of a Requisito®rder from the Head
of Department concerned or his representative &edshirts delivered
within the time specified. Government will not aptdiability for verbal
orders and will not meet claims for any value tbémven though the shirts
may be supplied and made use of by the departnoacecned.

The contractor shall sew on the inside of eacht shilabel bearing the
letters 'G.M.", size, the name of the contractat e year of manufacture
of shirt.

Each requisition shall contain the name of the gessvho are to receive
the shirts. Each shirt delivered is to be packed jastic bag with the size
clearly stamped on each shirt.

The shirts to be supplied under the contract dbalin accordance with
these specifications and as per approved sampé&eHEad of Department
shall have the power to reject any consignmentartpereof, should it not
be to his satisfaction or should the material rdirbaccordance with the
specification/sample submitted by contractor angreyed by Government
for award of contract. Any rejected shirts shall bellected by the

contractor within five days and replaced by oth&ithin ten days of the

receipt of a notice to that effect from the HeatiBepartments concerned.
Payments for delivered shirts will be effected oafter these are found to
be to entire satisfaction of the Head of Departnasnivell as those entitled
to wear them.

Specifications

The shirts are to be manufactured in Light BlueA#®/Igiolour (as indicated
on the attached schedule) with attached stiff agpléang sleeves, with
comfortable arm hole, shoulder flaps for epaulettiesible shoulder yoke,
box pleat at the back, and two breast pockets Waths and buttons.
Workmanship and cut will be taken into consideraiimawarding contract.



10. The material to be used in the manufacture of kivtssshall be pre shrunk
polyester cotton poplin. The weight per square enétrto be 95 grams
minimum whilst the filling is to be 0.5% maximumhd threads per cm and
maximum percentage of shrinkage allowed shouldskfelbws:

(Water Relaxation)

Warp 42 minimum 0.5maximum
Weft 28 minimum 0.5maximum
