Vouchers
shall be prepared for payment to the contractormathe material is to the
entire satisfaction of the Head of Department comee.

SPECIFICATIONS

8.1 The Parandimber shall be Auracaria Angustifolia in plankisminimum
length of 4 metres and widths of 20/30cm.

8.2 The timber shall be FA80% first grade and 20% seconds, square edged
and sawn to yield full nominal thickness after dryi

9. A certificate in English showing that the paranafbeoffered is free from
fungi/insect attack and other defects, and thigtfillly seasoned, free from
rotten and broken pieces and chemically treatethsigensect attack, is to
be furnished on request.

10. The Irokotimber shall be generally in accordance with BSEIN/1996
and mainly required for outdoor use. The moistametent shall not exceed
20%. The material shall have not splits exceptnfiamor end splits. The
slope of grain shall not be greater than one ihtedg distinct from figure
and surface marking but ignoring local deviatioh.certificate in English
showing that the timber shall be free from knot amgkct attack, is to be
furnished on request.
