(10) working days from the date of the written arae requisition. The

contractor shall, however, be bound to keep atirakts a supply equivalent
to 5% of the quantities indicated in the schedwlgich stocks shall cater for

any emergency requirement as duly approved by trexr of Contracts.



The Head of department concerned shall have theepda reject any
consignment or part thereof, should it not be ®daitisfaction or should the
material not be in accordance with the specificetisample submitted by
contractor and approved by Government for awarcbotract. Any rejected
material shall be collected by the contractor aemaced within ten days of
the receipt of a notice to that effect from the #éikeaf Department concerned.
Vouchers shall be prepared for payment to the aotdr when the material
is to the entire satisfaction of the Head of Daparit concerned.

MARINE PLYWOOD

The marine plywood is to conform to BS 1088 and rsuingents or to an
equivalent European Standard. The plywood is teehawsolid mahogany
surface free from open defects such as mots, ofiaer pin mots of which
there is not to be more than an average of tw@@esg. cm.

The veneers are to be free from irregular grain.Hles not along the plane
of veneer, occasional and minor discolourations grermissible.
Compression failure of the veneer is unacceptable.

MERANTI PLYWOOD

The Meranti Plywood is to conform to BS 6566 andeadments or to an
equivalent European Standard.

THE VENEERS

The veneers shall be grade B/BB, forming the fawkthe back. It has to be
reasonably matched for colour, firm, smoothly duge from knots, worm

and beetle holes, splits, date, glue stains, glamd inlaying of any kind or
other defects with no end joints.

Other grades may be considered.

The plywood core veneers, may contain knots, odects, gaps, overlaps,
or pleats, provided such defects will neither cawsgulations nor impair the
smooth finish of the surface required for paintorgstaining. No end joints
are permissible.



ASSEMBLY OF VENEERS

7.6 The director of the grain of the veneer shall lghgtrangles to adjacent plies,
except in the case of boards comprising an everbruwf plies, when the
grain of the centre pair shall follow the same clien.

Plywood thicker than 10mm shall NOT be less thaa filies.
BONDING

7.7 The bonding between veneers shall be moistunesistant (MR) and
moderately weather resistant to BS 6566 Part &itsdanade with these
adhesives are to survive full weather exposuretandsist attack by micro
organism.

MOISTURE CONTENTS

7.8 Finished boards shall have a moisture content twfdmn 8 and 12%.
