Scope of Contract

This contract provides for the supply and delivenglusive of Value
Added Tax, Customs Import Duty, ECO Contributioh&ny) and other
charges, as applicable, to Government Departmentarastatal Bodies,
as and when required, of Winter Uniforms, as désdriin the attached
specifications. Supply shall be made in accordawdé the attached
General Conditions of Contract for the supply obd® and materials under
a Framework Agreement (running period contractpfasas they are not
inconsistent with the conditions in these spediiores and conditions.

Period of Completion

This contract shall run from date of award up ® 31 March 2009.

Quantities

The quantities shown on the Schedule are only atiie and where
necessary may be exceeded. However Governmenvesd@e right not to
order the whole quantity shown against each iteth@avernment would
not by doing so be held liable to any damagesloeratost whatsoever.

Samples

Tenderers are required to submit samples, of anmim length of one
metre at full width, of the material and shade tpegpose to use for the
uniforms/skirts as well as for the linings and rhitengs. A sample tie in
respect of item 8 is to be submitted.

Moreover a jacket, a pair of trousers and a skiraécordance with the
specifications in the schedule of quantities mayrdmpuested in order to
show tailoring workmanship.

All samples are to reach the Procurement Sectionthef Contracts
Department, by the closing date and time fixed tlog submission of
tenders. Samples are to bear a label marked cleatty the name and
address of the tenderer.

Deliveries

Tenderers are to indicate the earliest date by wthie first deliveries can
be made. A supply shall be made on receipt of auRetipn or Order from

the Head of department concerned or his represemtand the uniforms
delivered within the time specified. Government wot accept liability for

verbal orders and will not meet claims for any eathereof even though
the uniforms may have been supplied and made ubg tife Department
concerned.

Each requisition shall contain the name of the gessvho are to receive
the uniforms. Each uniform delivered is to be pakckea plastic bag with
the name for whom the uniform is intended.

The uniforms to be supplied under this contractlilsba made in

accordance with these specifications and as pepapg sample. The Head
of Department shall have the power to reject angsigmment or part
thereof, should it not be to his satisfaction cowdtd the material not be in
accordance with the specifications/sample submitigdcontractor and
approved by Government for award of contract. Agjgated clothing shall
be collected by the contractor within five days ameglaced by others
within ten days of the receipt of a notice to teHfect from the Heads of
Department concerned. Vouchers shall be prepare¢gpdgment to the
contractor when the persons for whom the uniforms iatended are
properly fitted to the entire satisfaction of theedd of Department
concerned.

SPECIFICATIONS

M aterial

The colour of the material to be used in the maciwfre of the uniforms
shall be as that indicated against each item ors¢hedule. The material
shall have a mixture of wool and polyester with imimum of 40% and a
maximum of 50% wool. The weight of the material gguare meter is to
be between 240/275 gms whilst the filling is to0b&% maximum.
