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ANNEX II  : TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

1. The one piece boiler suits shall be supplied in accordance with the following 
specifications:

MATERIAL: Tough quality, hard wearing, fully pre-shrunk, dungaree cloth, 
100% cotton.

Weight per square metre 250grm. minimum.

Threads per 25.4mm:-

Warp 75 minimum
Weft 40 minimum

COLOUR: as indicated on Schedule.

SHRINKAGE: The amount of shrinkage after laundering, shall not exceed 3%
lengthwise and 2.5% widthwise.

BLOUSE: Buttoned front with attached collar, one patch pocket on chest.

TROUSERS: Two patch pockets in front and one rule pocket at back right 
leg.

BUTTONS: Plastic/Metal Clips/Studs

MARKINGS: The letter 'G.M.' approx. 10cm high shall be screen printed in 
white on the back of each suit.

2. On each suit there shall be sewn a label showing the name of the manufacturer, the 
chest size, length of garment and year of manufacture.

3. The Director of Contracts or his representative shall be at liberty to test a 
reasonable number of garments in order to ascertain that the material used by the 
contractor is thoroughly shrunk and in accordance with the specifications indicated 
in clause 7.
